October 15 Return Materials to Nomination Chair: Nominations and Nominee Agreement forms must be returned to Nomination Chair via United States Postal Service (USPS) and/or email with original signatures. Emailed versions with original signatures are acceptable. Forms must be received, not postmarked by the posted due date. 
		(NOTE: By Laws – Article 3 Section 4 - All Nominations shall be made in writing and be received by the Nomination Committee by October 15 of odd numbered years.)


October 20  Send to Credentials Chair: Send candidate names of the nominees to the Credentials Chair

November 28 Voter file materials sent to vendor to review.  Requirement is 30 days before voting starts (This may have more than one iteration)

December 6 	Certify Eligibility: Credentials Chair determines eligibility of candidates and notifies the Nominations Chair. The Credentialing Chair notifies all candidates and the nominating chapters of each candidate’s status of eligibility.

December 19	Notify Eligible Candidates:  Nominating Chair sends campaign guidelines to eligible candidates.

January 5	Receive Candidate documents: Chair receives signed endorsement forms from the candidates.

January 9	Receive Photo and Biography - Nomination Chair receives photos, biographical sketch and platform data from the nominees via email or United States Postal Service (USPS), not postmarked by due date.

January 14	Submission of Candidate Slate: Slate of candidates are submitted to the Board President to be included on the agenda for the Winter Board Meeting.

January 23	Send voter file to election vendor

January 30  	Presentation to NHHA Board: NHAA Board is presented with the approved candidates for office, i.e., candidate photos and biography and platform data at the Board meeting. The Alumni Council approves the slate of candidates. (NOTE: This should coincide with the NHAA January Meeting.)

January 31	  Campaign Starts: Campaigning starts after the approval of the slate.

February 6	Distribute Candidate Information to OAA: The candidates’ biographical data, photos, and letter to alumni is sent to the Office of Alumni Affairs (OAA) by the Nominating Chair.

March 31	Vendor Election Customer Support Ends: 
	Voting vendors continue to process ballots received via USPS.  There is no helpdesk support after 5:00 PM (EST) to answer questions from those voting online.
		    
April 1 	Election Ends
		(NOTE: By Laws – Article 3 Section 4 –
	Each properly authenticated ballot received from regular voting members by midnight April 1 of even-numbered years will be counted and the person receiving the most actual votes (a plurality) for each national office shall be certified by the Teller Committee as the winner.)

April 17	Voting Results Confirmed: Teller Committee confirms the tally report results to OAA and the Nominating Chair

April 22	Voting Results: Nominating Chair announces results via social media.

May 8	Nominating Chair announces election results at the NHAA, Inc., Plenary Meeting during Reunion Weekend 2026. OAA communicates election results to alumni via email and social media and via USPS for alumni without email access.
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
